INTRODUCTION i
According to Gordon Allport only the relatively stable aspects of behavior should i
be recognized as personality traits. Allport writes ,"From the evidence now in
hand, four important conclusions may be drawn: (1) Personality defined as the
distinctive mode of adjustment adopted by each individual in his efforts to live is
not formed at birth, but it may be said to have begun at birth. (2) The earliest
distinctive adjustments in respect to which infants can be said to differ are in the
intensity and frequency of their spontaneous activity and in their emotional
expression. (3) Probably not before the forth month is there sufficient learning
and maturation to from distinctive habits of adjustment. (4) Distinctive qualities
noticed early in life tend to persist, the child seems predisposed to learn certain

modes of adjustment and reject others.

As a matter of fact, the Heredity does not determine personality completely, nor
is it ineffective in it. The most important classification of personality is done by
Karl Jung. On the basis of sociability he has accepted two types of people -
Extroverts and Introverts. Extrovert's people take more interest in others and
like to mix with people of similar temperaments. [ntroverts people are directed
not outwards to people around them, but rather inwards to themselves. There
are many determinants of personality but some of them are more critical.
Gender is one such determinant, which tremendously influences personality
development of an individual. The dramatic technique was later adapted by the

In
philosophy the meaning of personality has been interpreted in the sense of the
self. But in psychology neither is the personality the external appearance nor is it
the self, but it includes both and much more. The word personality has been
derived from the Latin word persona. The word persona was used for the cover
utilized by the actors, to change their appearance, but in the Roman times it was
taken as the particular character itself.

Thus personality is the characteristic integration of an individual’s
traits.”Personality may be defined as the most characteristic integration of an
individual's structure, modes of behavior, interests, attitudes, capacities, abilities
and aptitudes.

gender.
Girls’ students showed more extroversion and neuroticism than boys.

The study analyzed financial performance of Ultratech cement Itd and J k cement Itd
companies using Altman’s Z-score model. The period of the study was five years from march
2018 to march 2022. The study found that financial soundness of Ultratech Cement Itd was
little good than J k cement Itd, during the study period. Ultratech cement Itd Z-score was more
than the standard during three years of the study period. Financial position of Ultratech Cements
Ltd. Is good than J k cement Itd, since their overall Z-score was more than the standard during
three years and it was at moderate level during two years. Financial soundness of J k Cements
Ltd was little satisfactory during the study period, its Z-score was more than the standard during
two years and it was moderate during three years. Financial soundness in terms of Z-scores of
J k Cements Ltd Was not very good in 2018,2019 and 2020 and Financial soundness in terms
of Z-scores of Ultratech Cements Ltd. Was not very good in 2019 and 2020.

In
India there are many cement units in various sizes such as small, medium and large. But most
of the cement products are being produced by joint large units such as joint stock companies.
